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1. What is your opinion in arbitration and its importance for settling
commercial disputes on both local and international levels?

Arbitration became a contemporary landmark for its significant importance in commer-
cial transactions where the agreement to have recourse to arbitration is always
necessary to refer disputes to trustworthy persons instead of competent jurisdictions in
order to avail of arbitrators' technical expertise, avoid publicity of court hearings and
save time, effort and expenses in all cases.

Arbitration procedures, both on local and international levels, allow fast ruling on
disputes and give assurance and confidence to investors. Arbitration is also intended to
overcome the slow courts procedures that generally hinder business. Due to economic
openness, arbitration spread out and has been recognized by the majority of local
jurisdictions. Its scope of implementation extended to include areas that were outside its
circle in the near past such as disputes where a state or a public personality was a party
(Administrative Arbitration).

If arbitration is a suitable solution in relation to international ordinary trade agreements,
it is also a necessity for a line of agreements made by a state on one part and civilians
of other countries on the other part (State Agreements).
